Setting up screen saver - Screen savers can be configured to activate
automatically after a preset idle time has elapsed. Upon activation, the

screen saver will request for a password, only with the correct password
being entered will the screen saver be terminated and the computer

becomes unlocked.

Using hot-key to lock the computer immediately. Password will be required

to unlock the computer. When the computer is locked, the screen saver if set,
will be activated after the preset idle time.

B. Setting up screen saver with password protection in Windows 10

i. Start E at the bottom left corner - Setting .9 Personalization >

Screen Saver Settings.

ii. Select the Screen Saver you want, set the wait time to 10 minutes and check
the “On resume, display logon screen” checkbox
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C. Hot key to activate the screen saver
You can press “Windows Key” + “L” of your keyboard to activate the screen lock
and the screen saver will be started later according to the wait time you set.
